Beloved friends,
A glorious Easter to you all!

Easter came early this year — earlier than it has in the lifetimes of most people alive
today; earlier than it ever will in the lifetime of everyone alive. The quirks of Easter
dating are strange and abstruse — and I thank God that other people are more adept at
figuring this out than I am. But I did hear a marvelous preacher, the Rev. James
Forbes, telling the congregation of Trinity United Church of Christ on Easter Day that
it was divine providence that Easter was coming so early this year — because the
world was in particular need of hearing the good news of Easter. That the powers of
death have been vanquished, and that we have been released from the bondage of sin.

So what? The Easter season lasts for 50 days, concluding with the splashy outburst of
Pentecost. Throughout that season, we as a church encourage the congregation to
stand throughout the prayer of consecration, and we omit the confession of sin — not
that we have no need of confession, but as a powerful sign of the work accomplished
for us in Jesus’ liberating death and resurrection.

What does it mean for us to stand in freedom from sin? How do we live as people
who have been freed from the grip of sin? Just as Lent was a time for practicing the
awareness of our brokenness and need for the love of God to heal us, so the fifty days
of Easter are a season for practicing “walking in newness of life.” As we pray in
thanksgiving for God’s blessing over the bread and wine, we stand as members of the
holy priesthood of God. As we walk in the world, we live out our calling to be the
holy people of God, set free from injustice, liberated from greed, redeemed from debt
to the powers of this world, restored to wholeness in God’s realm of righteousness
and peace.

Christian Wohlfeil update

As many of you already know we went to Shriner’s on the 4™ of March. At that time, the doctors decided they were going to do a surgical
procedure on Christian the following Monday. They wanted to put him under general anesthesia, inject his hip with dye and take more de-
tailed images of the joint. They felt that once they could manipulate his hip without causing him pain they might be able to get it to fit in the
socket better. The plan was to then cast both legs from hip to toe with an a-frame bar in between Christian’s knees. This would help the
muscles settle down and respond to where they should be. They also wanted to inject his hip with steroids to help with the pain and cut the
groin muscle that they felt was really contracted.

What’s that saying? “The best laid plans of mice and men”? We took Christian up to Spokane Sunday the 9™. We had the opportunity to
stay in the Shriner’s Family Center located right behind the hospital. We were all anxious, but excited that we might get some forward pro-
gress on this disease. We checked-in for surgery at 6am and it was a total blur for the next couple of hours. Paperwork, IV’s, nurses, in-
terns...finally pre-surgery suite. Christian at this point was pretty loopy due to the medication they gave him. We got to stay with him until
they took him to the surgery suite about 8:30am. At 9:10am the phone in the parent waiting room rings. It’s the surgery nurse telling us they
did the exam but that’s all that will be taking place at this point, the doctor will be in with more details shortly. The doctor came in and ex-
plained that the head of the femur has mushroomed out and is too big to fit back into the socket. It would be pointless to attempt the proce-
dure because the minute they took off the cast his hip would go right back to where it is now.

So, now we wait and see for another four months. In that time the part that has mushroomed out might slough off, or the pelvis might start
growing out and around to encapsulate the head of the femur. The doctor talked about fusing his hip, but they don’t really want to go that
route unless it is the last option. They won’t do hip replacement until he is older, he would just out grow it and need another one later.

He did meet with a physical therapist who gave him stretches and exercises to do that will help with the muscle mass and with his range of

motion. She also taught him to use his cane in a more productive manner. He has been doing the exercises/stretches for two weeks now and
we can already see a difference in how he is walking. His heel is closer to the floor than it has been in a very long time. He still has a dis-
crepancy in length as the leg with Perthes is simply shorter than the other leg. It’s the part of the disease we are trying to wait out. Hope-
fully, he’ll out grow the problem. Until then, please keep us all in your thoughts and prayers. I’ll do my best to keep updates posted in the
Tower.
